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                 Kitchen Appliances 101: What Works, What Doesn’t and Why
Following his bestselling Kitchen Design with Cooking in Mind, Chef and Architect Don Silvers, with co-author Moorea Hoffman, have released one of the most valuable books for consumers in Kitchen Appliances 101: What Works, What Doesn’t and Why.  Silvers has been on a quest to remake the American kitchen for over twenty-years.  There are two myths about kitchens that drive him crazy; first is the need for the kitchen triangle and the second is that the functionality of the kitchen “doesn’t matter” since people today “aren’t cooking much anyway.”

A certified chef and member of the American Culinary Federation, he taught cooking in the 1970s now teaches residential kitchen design at UCLA.  Silver’s co-author, Moorea Hoffman, has extensive experience in the appliance field and was a vital reason his firs book, Kitchen Design with Cooking in Mind, was revised in 2005.  Hoffman was working for The Great Outdoors as a kitchen and bath designer before joining Don Silvers as a partner in Kitchen Design with Cooking in Mind in 2004.  
Silvers’ motto, “If the kitchen is the heart of the house, then the heart of the kitchen are the appliances,” led him to put together this fascinating that “fills the crucial void in the information available on cooking and kitchen design,” he says.  A veteran of major media apprearances since 1969, he has appeared the Oprah Winfrey, CNN, The Home and Family Show and Home and Garden’s Dream Builders.  
Loaded with illustrations and detailed explanations of ovens, stove-tops, refrigerators, ranges, dishwashers and even trash compactors, Kitchen Appliances 101 also contains advice on energy efficiency, food safety, microwave ovens and counter-tops.  Silvers and Hoffman focused on appliances because they are the key to a successful kitchen remodel or custom construction.  “You would be surprised,” Silvers notes, “how many times we have seen beautiful kitchens that were a disaster because the wrong appliances were chosen.”
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
